Introducing New Members

Through Mary and Centered Riding I met 
Becky Hart (and later Judith Ogus).  Becky and Judith continue to patiently support my endurance (and general horse) 
experience.  My current riding horse, Dante, was again supplied through Laurie Finch!  Absolutely blessed by horses, I 
am ever grateful.

friend of Laurie Finch, who was our youngest daughter, Janet's (Katie Webb's mother) best friend in their childhood.

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Ride Story 
 
Tango and I had the opportunity to attend the Lost Padres ride again this year. It is, by far, my most favorite ride. 

The location is incredible and after so many rides in dry and arid conditions, the abundance of green was a feast to the 
eyes!  
  
Camp is large and comfortable, and since the ride has a limited number of entries, it felt more like a camping trip for 

a few friends than a ride! 
  
Saw a number of Q'Silver club members there. Sandy Holder (with baby Q who was a star!), Barb Grantor, Diane 

Trefethen,  Alex North, (who absolutely has to win the "tough broad" award for riding with a bruised or cracked rib!), Lori 
McIntosh, Barbara White, and the lovely Katie Webb, who kept me company on the drive up and back, as well as on 
many miles on the trails.
